May 28-31, 2010 Producers vs Consumers 

 Which are we in the Kingdom of God? In Matthew 20 Jesus likens the Kingdom of God to a vineyard and we are 
the laborers in it. Certainly we receive grace from the Lord, but the clear portrayal of and admonishment in scripture is 
that we give, bless, and serve. Those are all tasks preformed by producers. Consumers simply consume all they can get, 
always wanting the better end of the deal.  
 Why raise the question? What are Americans: producers or consumers? Increasingly, America is becoming a 
nation of consumers. There are still pockets of producers out there, but especially among teenage culture, consuming is 
in. I think we all know the truth of this, but wisdom gives us a deeper insight. If our students are surrounded by consum-
ers and are being programmed by all their outside influences to be consumers, then it might be difficult for them be good 
producers in the Kingdom of God. If their default mode is consuming, chances are they’ll walk into church saying, “What 
does this church have to offer me? What can I get? Is this exactly what I want?” Maybe some of us walk into church with 
that mindset…instead of asking, “What can I offer? How can I serve? How can I help?” 
 My dad is now on the communications committee at FBC Nashville. He has been a deacon forever, taught Sun-
day School forever, and always served on one or more committees. Will there ever be a time my dad doesn’t serve at 
FBC Nashville? Probably not, because he is a producer. I was raised by him to produce in the church, and I have a con-
sistent model of producing to live by. The more I mature the more I discover that I’m just like my dad. I sound like him. I 
act like him. I call him for advice. I want to be like him. He’s a great man. Parents have unequaled influence over their 
children, whether for good or bad (research supports this). What do you model for your children? I see this played out 
when I look at the students in our student ministry. Most of them are like their parents, whether for good or bad. 
 Please don’t read condemnation into this article. We live our lives in Christ by grace. I want to share my observa-
tions, interactions, and research with you as a support and encouragement. Parents need support! I’m your biggest fan 
and want you to succeed! If there’s anything you’d like me to touch on, please let me know. I’m your minister too.

I love bragging on our students. Did you know that Faith shared the gospel with one of her 
friends at school a couple weeks ago? That in itself is pretty hardcore cool, but do you know 

how long she’s been praying for Stratford? God answers prayers and her friend not only 
heard the gospel but responded by accepting Christ as her Lord and Savior! A junior in high

this!” That’s why I encourage our students to own projects and get involved.
